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Special Awards

I

= Annually the Wisconsin PGA honors several golf professionals throughout the section for their great
accomplishments on and off the course. WPGA Class A members are able to nominate deserving
golf professionals at any time during the season before the review process begins. The deadline to
submit nominations is November 7, 2020.

After a professional is nominated it is his or her choice as to whether to submit materials for
consideration. Materials are generally due by early December. The materials are then reviewed by
a different sub-committee for each award. The WPGA Past President then takes their feedback and
finalists are determined. Once the finalists have been selected, their materials are forwarded on to
the finalist committee made up of the District Directors, Independent Directors and WPGA
Executive Director. The finalist committee then votes on their top choice for each award. Once all
the votes have been compiled, the winners are notified in February and the information is released
to the general public a week or two later. The winners are then recognized for their accomplishment
at the Spring Meeting awards ceremony.
